ü BRC006 returned 54.9 g/t Au and 7.7 g/t Ag.
ü Predominately Au only with minor Ag content.  
ü Visible gold present in some samples with minor pyrite. 
ü Fe and Mn levels suggest supergene enrichment of Au not a 

significant factor.
ü Low As, Hg, Sb levels suggests lower level of vein formation.
ü Good metallurgical characteristics expected.
